28 And 
God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and 
multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it:, 
Genesis 1:27-28.

I am made in God's image and likeness, having the ability to
operate in the same supernatural realm that God resides in. 

The Son's gift to mankind:
For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct 
Him? But we have the mind of Christ, 1st Corinthians 2:16. 

Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree, 
that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by
whose stripes ye were healed, 1st Peter 2:24.

The Holy Spirit's gift to mankind:

Matthew 8:16-17.

I will praise Thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: 
marvelous are Thy works; and that my soul knows right well, 
Psalm 139:14. 

My body is fearfully and wonderfully made, (it can heal
itself); praise God, (Jehovah-Rapha), is my healer. 

For the Word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than 
any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of 
soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a 
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart, Hebrews 4:12.

As a child of God, I should not settle for less than the total
healing that Jesus Christ gained for me on the cross.

I need to develop a righteous indignation.

Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your 
wrath: Neither give place to the devil, Ephesians 4:26-27.

I must remain angry at the devil and his works (sickness). For
he comes to only to steal, kill, and destroy, John 10:10.

Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he 
will flee from you. James 4:7.
